Notes to Practitioners

Sammy Seagull's Summer Safety story can be used to teach young children about
staying safe in the sun and when at the beach. It can be used as a fun way to discuss
these important topics.

Throughout the story, Sammy Seagull will prompt
the children to think about what is unsafe and what
the story characters should do. You may like to ask
the children similar questions to initiate discussions
about staying safe.

A catchy song is included in the story to reinforce
key summer safety messages. There are prompts for
actions which children could do whilst singing to
make the messages more memorable. Just copy
Sammy Seagull’s actions to help you!
